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Ostara Norther Hemisphere 

Spring, or Vernal, Equinox is celebrated by Wiccans and Witches throughout the world. Spring Equinox 

(which is also known as Festival of the Trees, Alban Eilir, Ostara and the Rite of Eostre) is a fertility rite 

celebrating the birth of Spring and the reawakening of life from the Earth.  

 

On this sacred day, Witches light new fires at sunrise, rejoice, ring bells, and decorate hard-boiled eggs--an 

ancient Pagan custom associated with the Goddess of Fertility.  

 

The aspects of the Goddess invoked at this sabbath are Eostre (the Saxon goddess of fertility) and Ostara 

(the German goddess of fertility). 

 

In some Wiccan traditions, the Green Goddess and the Lord of the Greenwood are worshipped on this day. 

Like most of the old Pagan festivals, Spring Equinox was Christianized by the Church into the religious 

holiday of Easter, which celebrates the resurrection of Jesus Christ.

INGREDIENTS: 

• 3 cups Yukon Gold potatoes, thinly sliced 

• 2 tablespoons unsalted butter 

• 2 tablespoons flour 

• 1 cup whole milk 

• 1/2 teaspoon EACH: onion powder, garlic powder, salt, pepper 

• 1/2 cup sharp cheddar cheese, freshly grated 

• 1/4 cup Parmesan cheese, freshly grated 

 

Honey Butter Carrots 

• 1 pound baby carrots,* washed and peeled 

• 1 tablespoon olive oil 

• 1/2 teaspoon salt 

• 1/2 teaspoon dried thyme, optional 

• 1/2 tablespoon unsalted butter 

• 1/2 tablespoon honey 

 

Parmesan Asparagus 

• 1 bunch thick asparagus, woody ends removed 
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• 1/2 teaspoon EACH: garlic powder, dried basil, dried thyme 

• 2 tablespoons olive oil 

• 1/3 cup Parmesan cheese, freshly grated 

 

Brown Sugar Pineapple Ham   Optional 

• 1 and 1/2 pounds Smoked Boneless Ham               1/2 large baguette, sliced 

• 1 can sliced pineapples (reserve the juice)               2 tablespoons unsalted butter 

• 1/4 cup light brown sugar, packed                 1/2 teaspoon Italian Seasoning 

• 1/2 teaspoon Dijon mustard                Fresh parsley, fresh lemon 

 

 

 

INSTRUCTIONS 

Prepare two extra large sheet pans by lining them with parchment paper or buttering both pans. Arrange 

the oven racks so that one rack is the second down from the top and the other oven rack is the second one 

up from the bottom. Preheat the oven to 425 degrees F. 

 

Start with the potatoes. Scrub clean and then thinly slice (1/8th inch thick) all the potatoes.  

In a small saucepan over medium high heat, melt the butter. Briskly whisk in the flour and, whisking 

constantly, stir for 30 seconds.  

 

While whisking constantly, slowly add in the milk and whisk until smooth. Allow to thicken.  

 

Add in all of the seasonings. Salt and pepper to taste.  

 

Stir in the sliced potatoes and then cover and reduce the heat to medium low. Allow to cook for 10-15 

minutes, stirring occasionally, or until potatoes are fork tender. If needed, add a few extra tablespoons of 

milk.  

 

Remove from the heat and stir in the cheddar cheese.  

 

Arrange the potatoes on 1/3 of a parchment covered (or buttered) sheet pan. Sprinkle 2 tablespoons 

Parmesan cheese over the potatoes. Place the rest of the potatoes on top and then sprinkle with the 

remaining 2 tablespoons Parmesan cheese. 

 

Honey Butter Carrots & Parmesan Asparagus 

 

Place the washed (completely dried) and peeled carrots on the sheet pan and drizzle with oil, salt and thyme 

(if desired). Toss to combine. Separate the carrots to one half of the sheet pan. 

 

On the other side of the sheet pan add the asparagus (break off the woody ends). Pour the oil and seasonings 

over the asparagus and toss to coat. 

 

Bake on the bottom rack for 10 minutes; stir veggies around, and bake for another 10-15 minutes or until 

the veggies are tender. Remove from the oven. 
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For the carrots: combine the butter and honey and melt in the microwave for 20-30 seconds. Pour over the 

carrots and toss to coat.  

 

For the asparagus: top with the Parmesan cheese and a squeeze of fresh lemon if desired. 

 

Brown Sugar Pineapple Ham: Slice the ham into thick slices. Place on the parchment lined sheet pan next 

to the potatoes. Place a pineapple slice on top of each ham slice. 

 

In a small bowl, whisk together 1 tablespoon of the juice from the canned pineapples, 1/4 cup brown 

sugar, and 1/2 teaspoon Dijon mustard. Whisk. Generously coat all of the ham with this mixture. 

 

Bake the potatoes and ham on the top rack for 15-20 minutes or until potatoes are crisp and ham is 

thoroughly warmed through. Remove from the oven and add the baguette slices on the last 1/3 of the sheet 

pan. 

 

Spread butter over each slice and sprinkle with the Italian seasoning. Cook for another 2-3 minutes or until 

the baguette is toasted and soft. 

Remove from the oven and top the potatoes with fresh parsley if desired. Salt and pepper everything 

additionally to taste and enjoy immediately! 

 

Easter Champagne

INGREDIENTS 

1/2 c. pineapple wedges, divided 

1/4 c. pineapple juice orange sanding sugar 

1 c. orange juice 

1 c. pineapple juice bottle champagne (or prosecco) 

1/2 c. sliced strawberries 

DIRECTIONS 

Run a pineapple wedge around the rim of each glass. Pour sanding sugar into a shallow bowl, then dip top 

of each glass in sanding sugar.  

 

Fill each glass about a quarter full with orange juice, then add pineapple juice until juice comes up about 

halfway. Top each glass with champagne.

The Wandering Wiccan:  

Perfume Pagoda Pilgrimage Vietnam 

Located in the Huong Tich mountains near Hanoi, Vietnam, Chùa Hương (Huong Pagoda (meaning Perfume 

Pagoda in English) is a complex of Buddhist temples and shrines that draws pilgrims from all over Vietnam. 

 

 

At the heart of the complex is an inner temple, Chua Trong, located inside Huong Tich Cave.  

 

 

The original temple structure dates back to the 15th century but was ‘recently’ discovered about 2000 years 

ago by a monk meditating at the site. He named the site after a mountain in Tibet where legend claims 

Buddah practiced asceticism. Over the next 2000 years, structures were added, along with statues, stone 

steps and a bell tower. Sadly, some of the original structures were damaged by war but have been rebuilt 

in the last 30 or 40 years. 

The temples offer many practices for pilgrims, mostly Buddhist but also animist or an incorporation of 

more popular, ‘formal’ religions. The main pilgrimage season is during the Huong Pagoda festival. Many 

hundreds of thousands of pilgrims descend on Huong Lich cave and the other temples in the complex to 

pay respects to Buddah and to pray for a prosperous year, and it can become very, VERY crowded! The 

festival takes place on the 15th day of the 1st lunar month (between mid-February and mid-March), but 

officially starts on 15th February. Pilgrims will start to arrive from as early as the middle of January up until 

the middle of March. I was lucky enough to attend late January (thanks to China Spring Festival school 

holidays!) so whilst there were many others there it wasn’t overly crowded. The experience was more 
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enjoyable for lack of crowds! Most pilgrims will arrive by road, but some (like me) take the opportunity to 

row along the Yen river and then hike the one hour trek to the temple, surrounded by rice fields, 

mountains and limestone cave systems. 

 

 

 

 

The first port of call is Den Trinh (Registration Shrine). Here, we lit incense for the God of the Mountain. 

We then progressed onwards to Thien Tru Pagoda before rowing to our destination, Tro Wharf, at the foot 

of Huong Mountain.  
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From there we began the 120 step climb to Huong Lich cave and the Perfume Pagoda. The climb was 

intense but spectacular. The mountainous scenery took my breath away and I was glad of that – I could use 

‘I need to stop and appreciate this view’ as an excuse for catching my breath! Throughout the climb there 

were many opportunities to make food offerings to deities and light incense.  

 

 

 

For young Vietnamese, the festival is also considered an opportunity to begin ‘courtship’, and rare, 

expensive meat, such as deer, porcupine and wild pig are on the menu! I tried the wild pig (delicious!) but 

could not bring myself to eat Bambi or what, for me, is a rat with spikes on it! The day was long and 

exhausting, but I would not have passed up this opportunity for the world! Am just very, VERY glad that I’d 

arranged a car to drive back to Hanoi rather than row back up the river!
